Kibbutz HaDati Hebrew Ulpan 

Rules and Guidelines

Bnei Akiva and Kibbutz HaDati expects a high standard of behavior from it’s Ulpan participants. The following rules and guidelines are intended to provide a clear indication of the required levels of behavior.

The participant is required to obey all rules and regulations of the program’s coordinator. 

Ulpan is an intense group experience and participants are expected to behave with the group and the program's best interests in mind. Anti-social behavior will not be tolerated.

General Religious Guidelines

Kibbutz HaDati is a modern religious community and it is understood that every participant shall keep a religious lifestyle throughout the program and it is therefore expected that each participant should:

· Keep Shabbat
· Keep Kashrut

· Boys: wear a kippa at all times
Security

Participants are required to adhere strictly to all security rules as laid down by the program's director.

It is absolutely forbidden to hitchhike throughout the country. 

Any time a participant needs to take leave of the program, it has to be done with the knowledge and the permission of the Ulpan Director.
If a participant is going to be late for whatever reason from a free evening or vacation, then they must inform the Ulpan Director with due notice.

Any violation of these basic security requirements will have serious consequences regarding the participants’ continued participation in the program.

It is required to be aware that security rules may change from time to time, also during the course of the program.

Drugs

The abuse of any substance or drug-taking other than prescribed medication is absolutely forbidden. It is also forbidden to own or distribute these drugs.  Anyone found under the influence of or in the possession of drugs will be excluded from the program without any further warning.

Nargilla

Smoking nargilla is forbidden.

Alcohol

It is not appropriate for any participant to get drunk.  Any participant who is found to be drunk and not in complete control of his/her faculties will cause severe action to be taken.

Dress code
Participants should dress and behave in a way that is fitting with the nature of a Religious Kibbutz. Physical contact between boys and girls is not appropriate to the religious atmosphere of the program. 

Girls: It is forbidden to wear shorts. Trousers are permitted, skirts and dresses should cover the knee. Shirts should have sleeves and tank tops are not allowed. 

Boys: T- shirts should have sleeves.
On certain parts of the program the girls and boys will be required to dress according to the accepted standards of the relevant situation e.g. Shabbat and Holidays. 

Vacation
A participant on Ulpan Kibbutz receives a set number of days Chofesh (vacation), which are detailed within the program as organized Chofesh.
It is forbidden to leave the country’s boundaries without permission (i.e., every place that requires a passport; e.g., Jordan, Sinai, Egypt, Turkey, Greece, etc.) Any participant that leaves the country without permission will be excluded from the program.

Leaving the Program

Any participant that leaves the program after the first 14 days for voluntary or compulsory reasons will not be refunded the program tuition fee.

General

All these guidelines and rules assume that the participants will put their maximum into the program. The rules form a minimum guideline for the program.  Any rules given by a separate institution must be kept and adhered to while the group is under their supervision.

Damage Deposit

Each participant is required to deposit the sum of $100 at the beginning of the program, in cash, to the Ulpan Kibbutz office in Israel to be used in the event of any damage caused by the participant to any property during the program. The above sum will be returned to the participant at the end of the year in full if no damages were incurred.
