General program: Study of Hebrew and work on the kibbutz, trips and activities to learn about Israel, and enrichment studies in Judaism.

Length of program: 5 months, there are 2 ulpanim per year. The first begins early in September, and the second early in March.

The program is meant for young men and women ages 18-28, new immigrants and tourists from all over the world, physically and mentally fit and capable of working on the kibbutz.

Candidates for the program must bring a letter from the family doctor that testifies to the state of their health. They must be have medical insurance that is valid in Israel.

There is a possibility of acquiring insurance through the kibbutz for about NIS 100 per month (this is actually recommended rather than foreign insurance).

Tourists must bring a certificate to prove that they are Jewish, in order to renew their visas.

Kvutzat Yavne is a religious kibbutz. The Ulpan students are expected to conduct an Orthodox lifestyle inside the kibbutz, including Shabbat observance and modest dress (girls are allowed to wear pants, but not shorts, short sleeves but not sleeveless or midriff shirts or tank tops).

Kvutzat Yavne is located in the center of the country, 10 minutes from Ashdod, about 40 minutes from Tel Aviv, and one hour from Jerusalem and Be’er Sheva. Right outside the kibbutz there is convenient transportation to all these cities.

Ulpan Program:

1.Hebrew studies: You have 24 hours a week of classes, which are held 3 days a week in the morning, and twice in the afternoon. The classes are on two levels: Grade 1 for beginners, and Grade 2 for advanced learners, up to level 3.

The studies are under the supervision of the Israeli Ministry of Education, and at the end of the Ulpan there is a national test. Those who pass are awarded a certificate. Participation in class is mandatory.

2.Work: Every student works in the kibbutz three days a week, for a total of 24 hours per week. The places of work depend on the needs of the kibbutz, and are mainly in the services: kitchen, dining room and laundry, as well as the cowshed, landscaping and field crops.

3.Trips: The purpose of the trips is to learn about Israel. Every month there is at least one trip, each time to a different place in Israel.

Living arrangements: The Ulpan building has two floors – the men live on the ground floor, and the women on the second floor, 2-3 to a room.

The Ulpan building has a lounge where you can get hot and cold drinks. The room is equipped with a television, and a computer that can be used for sending and receiving e-mail.

The Ulpan provides bedding and work clothes.

Kvutzat Yavne belongs to the Religious Kibbutz Movement and is considered “the mother of the religious kibbutzim.” The kibbutz was founded in 1931 near Petah Tikva. In 1941 it established a permanent settlement in its present location.

Kvutzat Yavne is a kibbutz that maintains the values of cooperation, equality and mutual responsibility.

Kvutzat Yavne has agricultural branches: a hatchery, chicken coops, a cowshed and field crops, as well as a number of factories: a pickling plant (for olives, cucumbers, and other vegetables, and olive oil) and a watch factory.
